The AudiR10 TDI has won the 24 Hours of Le Mans in 2006, 2007 and 2008.  And at the Jetta TDI Cup, 30 clean diesel Jettas — with Volkswagen’s new 2.0-liter, four cylinder clean diesel engine — will speed around the track in an eight race series.
· Toys for Gearheads: It’s time for green-minded consumers to take their conscience to the streets … literally! Starting in 2008, more companies are making clean diesel rides (passenger vehicles) that meet U.S. emission standards in all 50 states. The initial fleet includes a variety of makes and models from Audi, BMW, Mercedes-Benz and Volkswagen.
